The training course focuses on Leadership and other competencies such as Communication, Negotiation,
and Management, particularly concerning the United Nations (UN) system and other international orga-
nations.

Work expe-
rience at international organizations in fields related to peace and security, development, and humanitarian
aid is favorable.

(2) Fluency in spoken and written English.

(3) Full attendance at the training.
